GISMONDI 1754:
CLOSURE OF THE THIRD OPERATING PERIOD OF THE “GISMONDI 1754 2019-2024 WARRANT”
Genoa, 31 October 2022 – Gismondi 1754 (EGM Ticker GIS), Genoese company that produces highest-end jewellery, listed on the Euronext Growth Milan market of Borsa Italiana, notifies the closure today of the third of the five periods established to operate the “Gismondi 1754 2019–2024 Warrant”, code IT0005391104 (the “Warrants”), between 15 October 2022 and 31 October 2022 (details included). 33,600 Warrants were exercised during the Third Operating Period and, after that, 33,600 newly issued ordinary shares were subscribed to, in the ratio of 1 conversion share for each Warrant, exercised at a price of €4.25 for each conversion share for a total value of €142,800. As at 31 October 2022 1,112,233 Warrants are still in circulation.
The Company notifies that Warrant owners who have not yet asked to underwrite the Conversion Shares by the last Open Stock Exchange Day of the Operating Period will have the right to exercise Warrants in each of any subsequent Operating Periods, without prejudice to the Deadline.
The Gismondi 1754 Spa shares underwritten will be made available for trading on the day after the end of the last Operating Period (31 October 2022) –through Monte Titoli S.p.A. – and shall have the same entitlement as the ordinary Gismondi 1754 shares in circulation at the issue and trading date on Euronext Growth Milan.
The new share capital of Gismondi 1754 amounts to €819,680 divided into 4,064,800 ordinary shares, all with no-par stated value. The Company will publish the press release on the change in share capital after the increase in capital has been deposited with the Registrar of Companies as established by law.
